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Past Perfect- Pluperfect

Use
e Past tense. Generally used to describe an action in the past that occurred before
another past action.
e English.
e “Had +ed.” (Past Participle)

Example
e When we came home, the cat had already eaten the mouse.

e Cuando vinimos a casa, el gato ya habia comido al ratén.

Regular verbs

Had (Imperfect) -ed verb ending

Haber (Past Participle)
Habia Habiamos -ar - ado
Habias (Habiais) -er - ido
Habia Habian -ir - ido

Note- The “o0” at the end of the past participle does not change with gender or number. It’s
always an “0”.

Had been. When you use the phrase “had been” you may have two past participle side by
side.

o Before we knew it, the car had been painted.

e Antes que lo supimos, el carro habia sido pintado.

Verbs that have two vowels in the infinitive (for example- leer) form (except for ui {for
example- quitar- quitado}) need an accent mark on the i. Leer- leido

e Caer- caido e QOir-oido
e Creer- creido e Reir-reido
e Leer- leido e Traer- traido

Verbs with irreqular past participles

Abrir- abierto e Morir- muerto e Romper- roto
Decir- dicho e Poner- puesto e Ser-sido
Escribir- escrito e Resolver- resuelto e Ver-visto
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Hacer- hecho Revolver- revuelto Volver- vuelto
